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[bookmark: _GoBack]As of 2011, jurisdictions in California are required to plan for complete streets -- streets that accommodate multi-modal forms of transportation such as walking, bicycling and public transportation, when updating their circulation elements.   Jurisdictions must incorporate complete streets into their General Plans by January 31, 2015 to be eligible for OneBayArea Grant funds.

Several organizations have compiled useful documents for the implementation of the Complete Streets Act: 

Changelab Solutions developed a document that provides model language for incorporating complete streets into the General Plan.   

The Governor’s Office of Planning and Research has also created a guide to support jurisdictions in the implementation of complete streets policies. 

The Alameda County Transportation Commission created a guide to best practices in the implementation of complete streets. 

MTC held a workshop to discuss best practices and posted their PowerPoint online. 

Finally, C/CAG has created a sample staff report for jurisdictions implementing complete streets. 
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
