Key Activities
The following is a proposal for 21 Elements outreach. If there are additional activities that would be useful, please let us know at the next 21 Elements meeting. 
1) Developmental disabled advocates – Invite Developmentally Disabled advocates to present at a 21 Elements meeting and coordinate with them to summarize the special housing needs section - Completed

2) Stakeholders list – Update the list of housing and environmental stakeholders on the 21 Elements website 
3) Web presence – Provide web space for any prequal or full jurisdiction that requests it. 
4) Outreach contact list - Produce email and phone contact list for jurisdictions to use to announce public meetings and hearings. This list will include housing advocates, special needs representatives, public sector interested parties, etc.  Jurisdictions are welcome to use the 21 Elements group email list as well. 
5) Housing Advocates – Host one hour focus group with housing advocates discussing what can be done to promote affordable housing since the elimination of redevelopment agencies. Planned for December 2013 in conjunction with 21 Elements meeting (AICP credit possible)

6) Housing Developers – Host 1.5 hour panel with low income housing developers and other developers at 21 Elements meeting on 1) Trends in housing development and 2) How can cities work cooperatively with developers. Planned for March 2014 meeting (AICP credit possible)

7) Special Housing Needs Advocates – Host one hour focus group with senior groups, disabled groups, and other special needs representatives. Planned for June 2014 meeting of 21 Elements (AICP credit possible)

8) Public Meetings - Conduct one public meeting in any jurisdictions that signed up for pre-qualification package and requests a meeting. The meeting can be a general public meeting or a meeting with decision makers. 

9) Newsletters – Produce four-page, color newsletter for any jurisdictions that asks. The content will be jurisdiction specific but the format will be standardized. 

10) Additional resources – Produce or update handouts and other literature on key topics, such as the housing element process, the consequences for not updating a housing element, etc.  
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
