1. Read through zoning code, general plan, specific plans, design guidelines to find and pull out:
a. Objective standards
b. Non-objective standards
c. Standards that are ambiguous 
d. Areas where general plan and zoning are not in alignment
2. Identify potential changes 
a. Consider ways to 
i. Make subjective standards objective
ii. Clarify ambiguity
iii. Deal with non-alignment
b. Identify what can be done at a staff level and what needs to go to Council
c. Inform Council about the issues and requirements, get direction on potential changes
3. Develop draft material, process changes and updates. Develop:
a. Applications that have developers identify if they qualify for HAA or SB 35
b. Applications about standards so developers can certify if they meet all objective standards
c. Handouts to raise awareness
d. Internal procedures to meet the tight deadlines
4. Hold hearings and adopt the changes and updates
a. Public meetings (potentially)
b. Planning commission
c. Council
